Richard Kenneth Krier was the first born of Anna
Kathryn (Hammes) Krier and Kenneth Henry Krier on
October 22nd, 1946. He greatly enjoyed fishing, hunting
and trapping in his youth on the family farm, north of
Ollie, lowa. He also began boat racing with his father at
the age of 13. He graduated from Pekin High School
and also lowa State University with an_ industrial
engineering degree. He served four years in the US
Navy, trained as a salvage diver and left the service as
a lieutenant. After military service he became a
Wausau Homes contractor, in 1974, operating as Krier
Homes, in Indianola, lowa, where he met and married
his wife, Beverly Petersen.

Richard won several national boat racing champion-
ships in his 63-year racing career, and was never happier
than when he was racing.. .unless he was in the
mountains of Colorado snow skiing, or in the Northwest
Territory fishing with his dad and sons.
